borough). As for administrative division this area belongs to the 

Mazovian Voivodship, the Plonsk District. The total land area is 

1368,19 ha, what represents 99.16% of the surface area the county 

and 3.85% of the area of ​​the voivodship. It is typically characterized 

lowland landscape.

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 It covers the area of 162 km² and is the second borough in size in the Plonsk District. It 

is a typically farming borough. It has a population of 8,300. The borough does not have 

any heavy industry and therefore it belongs to pure ecological areas called "The Green 

Lungs of Poland". 

 

Borough of Baboszewo 
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It offers an interesting variety of historical sights. Looking at the panorama of 

Baboszewo one can see the outstanding Neo-gothic church made of brick and granite.

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Another beautiful and precious monument is a wooden 17th century church in 

Sarbiewo. 

Sarbiewo is famous as the birthplace of a renowned poet-priest Maciej Kazimierz 

Sarbiewski, called the "Christian Horatio of Mazovia". Every year in Sarbiewo the 

local community organises "The International Days of Sarbiewski". 

 

 Borough of Baboszewo 
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 Church of the Blessed Virgin Mary in Czerwińsk nad Wisłą- extremely valuable 

church together with a monastery form a team of a 12th-century pedigree, is one of the 

best preserved Romanesque architecture monuments in Mazovia. In front of the temple 

are two swords pierced in the ground in the shape of crosses - the symbol and memorial 

of the Battle of Grunwald and the march of Wladyslaw Jagiello's army

Borough of Dzierzaznia 
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  It is the smallest borough in the whole district. Its biggest tourist and scenery asset is 

the picturesque river called Wkra and the surrounding forests. The valley of Wkra river 

is interesting because the river flows in a different direction than the majority of Polish 

rivers (southwards). 

 

Borough of Joniec 
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 The borough of Joniec does not have any factories, which makes the region 

ecologically pure. 81% of the areas within the borough are under protection and with 

unspoilt environment. 

 

 

 Borough of Joniec 
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Joniec offers many beautiful historical sights such as: the wooden parish church of St. 

Sigismund in Królewo from the 16th century. It has an outstanding wooden bell-tower 

with the characteristic eastern elements and an eye-catching vicarage in a beautiful 

manor style . 

  

 

 Borough of Joniec 
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 The borough is mainly covered by woods. The forests of Strzembowo are well-known 

to hunters. The borough is the location of the "Noskowo" reserve created in 1977. 

Naruszewo is located in the valley of a stream called Naruszewka, which, together with 

another stream, is a tributary of the Wkra river. These lands have been inhabited since 

times immemorial, as excavations made on sites in Radzikowo, Radzymin, Piescidla 

and Plonsk proved, and as proved by archaeological work in Naruszewo in 1983.  

Borough of Naruszewo 
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The unusual treasure was found during construction of the waterworks for the local 

health centre. The findings included silver  Medieval coins and Anglo-Saxon coins. 

Borough of Naruszewo 
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One of the borough's monuments is the parish church of St. Peter and Paul from the 

18th century. The parish of Radzymin was probably erected by the bishop of Plock, 

Scibor in 1390. It is assumed that there was a wooden church earlier on its site. In 

1381-1390 Radzymin had a stone temple, which unfortunately, has not survived. 

Borough of Naruszewo 
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 The borough of Nowe miasto is located in the north-east of the Plonsk District, in the 

basin of the river Sona. Nowe Miasto is one of the oldest Mazovian boroughs. Its main 

economic activity relies on farming, and additionally on recreation. The recreational 

value of the borough can be attributed to the "Nowomiejski Reservoir" on the river Sona.

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 A part of Nowe Miasto is situated within "Nadwkrzanski Area of Protected Landscape". 

Every year, on every summer holiday Sunday the "parties by the lake" attract a lot of 

local people and visitors.

Borough of Nowe Miasto 
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 Plonsk is a rural borough, and the youngest borough in the Plonsk District. It was set up in 1992 

after the division of the Town and Borough of Plonsk into two separate self-governing units. 

The borough of Plonsk is the fifth in size among other boroughs within the Plonsk District. It 

includes 42 villages.  

Thanks to its unusual landscape of Mazovian countryside, monuments and culture, it is an 

interesting tourist destination. While visiting Plonsk it is worth seeing the Manor Complex from the 

19th century in Boguslawice, the Mariavite Chapel in Lisewo built in early 20th century and The 

Manor Complex in Skarzyn.

 The parish of St John the Baptist was set up in the early 14th century, though the first 

mention of the church dates back to 1424. The present-day three-aisle, stone church was 

built in 1918-1921 by the priest Pawel Chodkowski. 
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The borough of Zaluski 

The palace in Zdunowo is considered an icon of Neo-baroque architecture in the heart 

of Mazovia. Built in 1910 as a gentry mansion, the palace is situated in a beautiful and 

historic park. The efforts to bring back its former splendour have been recognised by the 

Minister of Culture and National Heritage in the " The Well-Preserved Monument" 

competition. 
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The town of Raciaz 

Raciaz is one of the oldest towns of the northern Mazovia. The traces of settlement and the 

earliest mentions of the town date back to the 10th century. Between the 13th and 18th 

centuries it was the seat of the castellany, represented by the castellan for nearly nine 

centuries: first at the duke's council, then at the great royal council, called the senate. 
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 The town is divided into two parts by the river Raciaznica. It has a well-preserved network 

of Medieval streets with the oldest buildings situated around a rectangular market square 

and a few neighbouring streets. 

 

The town of Raciaz 
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 Among the scarcity of historical sights one is particularly remarkable. It is the church of St. 

Venceslas. The parish in Raciaz is one of the oldest of all Mazovian parishes. It dates back 

to the beginning the Polish state. Some sources claim that St.Venceslas visited Raciaz in 

997 on his way to Prussia. 

 

The town of Raciaz 
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The following elements contribute to the specific 
character of  the area covered by the Local Activity 
Group: the proximity to Warsaw, its cultural 
heritage, links with the Jewish history, the 
Sienkiewicz Trail, buttons from Sochocin made of 
shells found in rivers, strawberry area (and other 
fruit) and the areas of protected landscape- "Green 
Lungs of Poland". On these areas one can find 
historic farming complexes which show the farming 
character of this region. In addition, there are 
number of manors, palace complexes and parks, 
as well as the remnants of estates. 

Another remarkable feature of the area is a nature and 

landscape complex „Pólka-Raciąż”, a natural habitat of a 

population of water and wading birds unusually high for 

the region, many of which are on the Polish list of 

endangered species. 

 



 An interesting attraction for tourists is "The Green Trail" 

across the Pomiechowskie forests, 37.8 km long, "The Red 

Trail" across the fields and forests of the plateau, 21.8 km 

long, and the tourist cycle paths. Nearby, there is also "The 

Blue Trail" along the Wkra river, leading from Cieksyn to 

Pomiechowek, 19.8 km long. A very interesting thing is 

also the village of Zlotopolice,  popular thanks to a well-

known Polish soap opera "Zlotopolscy". The nearby 

Narew River is one of Europe's few braided rivers - a term 

relating to the twisted channels resembling braided hair.  
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In 1595 in Sarbiewo (the borough of Baboszewo)  a 

notable priest, poet and philosopher, Maciej Kazimierz 

Sarbiewski was born, later awarded with The Laurel 

Wreath by the Pope, Urban VIII. It used to be 

considered the greatest award for poets which is 

compared to the present-day Nobel Prize.
